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During one week in Jamaica, you can change lives as you 
provide care for people in a different context.  You’ll return 
with your life transformed, as well.  God calls American 
healthcare workers to engage in a cultural exchange, share 
their skills, and learn something about themselves in the 
process.  You can be touched by the smiles of reassured 
children, and the gratitude of concerned patients. 

 
A mission trip with American Caribbean Experience (ACE) allows you 
to be part of a uniquely comprehensive ministry.  ACE focuses on the 
people of St. Mary Parish, one of the poorest areas on the island, and 
provides them support, as part of a long-term strategic plan.  
Programs in education, healthcare, economic development, 
discipleship, and construction provide an integrated mechanism for 
change in the community. 
 
The families of St. Mary Parish have lived in the area for many 
generations, so close relationships are formed between ACE and 

individuals in the community.  The changes in the community are 
evident through the transformation seen in each person touched by 
the ministry. 
 
To support a continuing commitment to the health and well-being of 
the Jamaicans in St. Mary, ACE hosts four to six medical mission trips 
per year.  During each trip, about 900 patients are seen!  Physicians, 
nurses, dentists, hygienists, and other healthcare professionals 
provide a variety of services in four clinic locations.  There is currently 
a special need for dentists and eye care professionals on these 
missions. 

 
Teaching Jamaicans on topics such as hygiene, kids’ health, 
prenatal care, and management of chronic conditions is also 
an important part of the mission.  Returning missionaries will 
come to know patients who are treated regularly in the clinics 
for persistent illnesses. 
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You will also give physical and spiritual care to the residents 
of St. Mary Parish’s Infirmary – the area’s nursing home.  
Many patients are elderly, handicapped, and longing for 
conversation and human touch.  As you provide physical 
therapy and spend time with them, you’ll be humbled by their 
accepting and loving attitudes. 
 

People are welcomed on the team who simply want to assist 
the doctors and dentists, entertain waiting patients, and 
perform other tasks.  During the week-long trip, the team may 
also visit farms, perform tutoring in schools, or help with 
painting or construction – whatever is needed.  Members of 
the mission team can expect to form lasting friendships with 
each other, and with the people of Jamaica. 

 
If you have never been on a mission trip OR never been to Jamaica, visiting us at ACE is 
a wonderful place to start.  We provide you with a safe, comfortable place to stay, 
delicious Jamaican meals and a chance to be part of ministry with deep roots in the 
community. 
 
ACE owns and operates a small hotel, with all rooms having 
modern amenities and a view that looks down the entire 
Northeastern Coast.  All mission participants will enjoy their 
lodging and meals at the hotel.
